(May 287-30", Yokohama) 17 people from Africa, 6
from international NGOs and 63 from Japanese NGOs
participated in TICAD 1V, and they have done advocacy
work and PR activity as the Civil Society. On the first
day, TNnet have held “Civil Society’s Session —Dialogue
with Civil Societies for African Development-", which
was the first official program held by the Civil Society.
In the Session, policy recommendations and talks
about the importance of the participation of Civil
Society in the future TICADs were made. The former
President of Mozambique, H.E. Mr. Joaquim Chissano,
Bono (U2) and African artist, Yvonne CHAKACHAKA
also joined it. The Session was broadcast live on the
Internet.

On the next day, May 29", Gustave ASSAH, chairman
of Civic-Commission for Africa made a statement as a
representative of the Civil Society during the
“gathering with the Civil Society” at the main
conference hall.
