(Tokyo, May 27) Japan NGO Center for
International Cooperation (JANIC), ODA Reform
Network, TICAD Civil Society Forum (TCSF),
Kansai NGO Council, Nagoya NGO Center co-
organized International Symposium “Can Japan’s
ODA save the world’s poor?” in Tokyo,.

Mr. Kiyotaka Takahashi, ODA Reform Network,
identified issues of Japanese ODA'’s status and
structure from the view point of Japanese civil
society.

Mr. Richard Manning, Chair of OECD/DAC,
pointed out that it is still important to widen
the assistance to poverty prone countries, and
confirmed the role of Japanese government
toward setting Millennium Development Goals
(MDGs) and Paris Declaration on Aid
Harmonization. Also, he stressed that the
accountability of both donors and recipient
countries should be strengthened especially
in aid to Sub-Saharan Africa.

Regarding the result of DAC Peer Review
on Japanese ODA, he summarized that the
Peer Review pointed out that Japanese
government should enhance the analytical
capacity to evaluate consistency among
policies. Also Peer Review stressed that it is
important for Japanese government to
enlighten general public about the importance
of development aid.

Mr. Kodama
emphasized that the
Japanese government
has supported the
creation of the MDGs
and other initiatives, as
illustrated by Mr.
Manning.

From other donor
countries, Mr. Davis,
DFID, UK), Mr. Jacquet
(AFD, France), and Mr.
de Vos (Dutch Ministry
of Foreign Affairs)
presented each country’s ODA reform effort,
poverty reduction and civil society engagement.

Prof. Obayashi, President of TCSF, pointed out
that Japanese ODA reform and international
discussions on aid lack the viewpoint of “poor
people”. He raised the issue that the idea of
ownership, which is used by Japanese government
and other donors to indicate the recipient
government, should also include the ownership of
poor people and their participation in decision
making or evaluations.
